Admissions Volunteer Opportunities 
Parents can be wonderful ambassadors to future 
CSB/SJU students and their parents.  We also know 
that parents play a significant role in the choices 
students make about college.  The following 
opportunities exist for parents who are interested in 
assisting our admissions staff: 

 Making referrals and identifying possible 
future CSB/SJU students 

 Assisting at off campus events such as 
accepted student reception and helping with 
things such as hosting, serving on a panel, or 
answering questions 

 Assisting with on campus programs such as 
Campus visit days, Regent/Trustee Days and 
helping with things such as hosting, serving 
on a panel or answering questions

Career Development Opportunities
